The EAP will assist employees with: (1) navigating the resources listed via on-line or
via the EAP resource listing; (2) coordinating services to reduce the employee's time away from work; (3)
understanding the process for managing an elder relative's care; (4) dealing with the emotional impact of
the aging/dependent parent or relative; (5) evaluating information about the quality of provider services
listed; (6) providing family consultation; and (7) identifying additional services that are determined
beneficial to their elderly parent/relative.


The purpose of the Department's Labor Management Forum, which consists of management and labor
representatives from all Commerce bureaus, is to affirm cooperation between labor and management in
order to improve the productivity and effectiveness of the Department of Commerce and its bureaus.
